· Name of disease and OMIM number should be large and easy to read. 10 pts
· Content required on poster in an organized fashion: (condense information gathered for the 10 Research Questions)
· How the disease is detected (diagnosis)-10 points 
· Cause of the disease (mode of inheritance)-10 points
· Name and location of a gene recognized as being associated with this disease-10 points
· What symptoms it causes, what body parts are affected-10 points
· Common treatment for the disease-10 points
· Number of people affected and how the disease affects the life of the individual and their family-10 points
· Show a pedigree chart, chromosome map, or Punnett square explaining the cause-10 points 
· Creativity and color-use of images and photos, interesting color to draw attention-20 points
· Neatness- straight lines on cutting, no bubble glue, hand drawings and hand written content are neat if used- 20 points
3. Participation in Gallery Walk- 10%

· Graphic organizer-A graphic organizer of genetic disorders will be provided on the day(s) of the gallery walk (beginning April 25th), you will be graded on the quality of your answers in the graphic organizer
· Feedback to peers- post-its will be provided for you to provide peer feedback on other posters you will be graded for the originality and quality of your feedback on AT LEAST 5 posters
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
