Role of the Mentor

· Supporting a student through an ongoing, one-to-one relationship 

· Help set goals and work toward accomplishing them 

· Spend time explaining difficult concepts, usage of equipment, etc.
· Conference to discuss project results
· Help to focus (or refocus) the direction of the project
· Motivate student 
· Read and provide input on research papers and provide feedback on content and writing. Paper is written in passive voice.
Role of the Student

· Meet at least once a month
· Come prepared to each meeting with project updates
· Bring logbook and any data or papers to be able to discuss questions or concerns about the project
· Be on time to each meeting
· Take notes during the meeting in your logbook
· Meet with mentor before the checkpoint dates to get mentor’s signature
